RULES:

1. Ownership - All cattle must be owned by the exhibitor by July 1, 2022. Swine must be shown by owner.

2. Eligibility - Any youth aged between ages 3-21 is eligible to compete. Exhibitor will be listed by age as of January 1 of current year.

3. There is a $4.00 per head entry fee. The Denver Fair reserves the right to limit space & quantity of entrants.

4. Entries - All entries must be mailed, along with the entry fee, to the chairperson by August 26, 2022. Please make checks payable to:
The Denver Fair Committee, Inc. Entry form can be found on page 17. Also see page 4 for the Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verifica-
tion of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationship form.

5. Care - Straw bedding will be provided by the Denver Fair Committee. Feed, feed pans, water buckets, hay and fans must be provided
by the exhibitor who must see that animals are fed & cared for the duration of the ENTIRE fair. The Denver Fair Committee will
provide a night watchperson to stay with the animals. Exhibitors will be held solely responsible for any loss, injury, or damage arising
from any animals exhibited by him/her. Each exhibitor is required to help clean up livestock area upon removal of animals or will
subject to forfeiture of premiums.

6. Health Requirements - A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued after July 15, 2022 is required. The Denver Fair, 801 Main
Street, Denver, PA 17517 MUST be listed on the CVI. Entries showing clinical evidence of infectious, contagious, or parasitic disease
or under quarantine for any disease shall not be admitted to the show. All entries must have official 840 RFID identification. All drug
& vaccine labels must be followed including withdrawal periods. USE CAUTION WHEN FITTING YOUR ANIMALS. Be sure that
all grooming products are approved for use on meat and dairy animals when fitting animals for show. Unapproved products may
contain ingredients that result in unacceptable residues in the meat or milk. If you are not certain that a product is residue safe and
approved for use on meat & dairy animals, do not use it. If upon slaughter, treatment with drugs, biologics, or any chemical from
fitting products is the cause of the condemnation of a carcass, the loss of the carcass and any other damages will be borne by the
exhibitor.

7. Time - All swine must be checked in and in assigned stalls from 3:00 P.M. to 8:00 P.M. on Monday, September 12. The removal time
for all swine will be Friday after the market livestock sale (approximately 10:00 P.M.)

8. Show - Tuesday, September 13, 2022 at 6:00 P.M. in the livestock show ring.

9. Sale - All market swine will be sold during the market livestock sale Friday, September 16 at 6:00 P.M.

10. No sale livestock can leave Thursday night at 10:00 P.M.
